TWO SUBJECTS – 30 HOURS EACH

1. BASIC CHRISTIAN BELIEFS
Purpose
The purpose of the subject Basic Christian Beliefs is to give an introduction to Christian theology and demonstrate its relevance for today. A sound understanding of what we believe as Christians is essential for effective ministry. Basic Christian Beliefs aims to give that grounding. 
2. BIBLICAL INTRODUCTIONS
Purpose
To explain the grounds upon which Christians believe the Bible to be the basis for Christian faith and living. Christians believe that the Bible is the Word of God, but not many can adequately say why they believe it is. The purpose of Biblical Introductions is to examine the basis for believing the authority of the Scriptures, and also to provide a general background and introduction to the Bible. This unit should be a prerequisite to all other Biblical studies.

TWO SUBJECTS – 30 HOURS EACH

1. INTRODUCTION TO THE BIBLE
Purpose
To explore the historical and cultural background, content and dominant themes of the Old and New Testament and the relationship of the Old and New Testaments to each other. 

To identify questions about the nature, inspiration, authority, infallibility and unity of Bible that need discussing. 

To state ones own knowledge and faith experience in relation to issues or questions about the nature and interpretation of the Bible. 

To discuss and develop the insights into the nature, historical and cultural context, content and dominant themes of the Bible generated in this process. 
2. NEW TESTAMENT SURVEY - NEW BEGINNINGS
Purpose
To introduce students to the world of the New Testament and then to provide an overview of the New Testament, giving an introduction to each of the twenty-seven books found there. 
Our Plenty Valley Training Institute is the beginning of a strong local church and apostolic training centre. This organisation will in the future offer part time and full time training for church members and members of the local community. 

The subjects offered in this inaugural year are at Certificate IV level. By taking these subjects they can be counted towards a Cert IV in Christian Ministry and Theology. Nine subjects taken and completed together with some local electives would be sufficient to be awarded a Cert IV.  These subjects could also be counted towards other qualifications as Recognition of Prior Learning. 

In future this Training Institute will train church planters and church leaders who will carry the vision of Christian Outreach Centre to the nation and overseas.
